+* Regularly Deleting or Archiving Data: Delete or archive old posts,
emails, or files that you no longer need or want to keep online.

+» Using Encryption: Utilize encryption tools and secure communication
methods to protect sensitive data.

+» Being Mindful Online: Think twice before sharing personal
information, photos, or other content on the internet.

+«» Using Virtual Private Networks (VPNs): VPNs can help protect your
online privacy by masking your IP address and encrypting your
internet connection.

+¢* Monitoring Your Digital Footprint: Regular review and Google yourself
to see what information is associated with your name.
